DID YOU KNOW ...?
more definitions of terms used in the Episcopal Church.
Epiphany, Feast of the

From the Greek word epiphaneia meaning “appearance” or “manifestation.” The feast takes
place on January 6, and the Season after the Epiphany continues until Ash Wednesday, the
beginning of Lent. The season begins with the “appearance” of Jesus (the extension of his
ministry) to the Gentiles, specifically to the wise men of Matthew’s gospel. Epiphany thus
proclaims that Jesus Christ is savior of the whole world and that God’s promises to Israel now
apply to all the peoples of the earth.

SANCTUS (SONK, tus)

A hymn of praise of God’s holiness (sanctusis the Latin word for “holy”) that was originally
used as part of Jewish morning worship and from there entered the Christian liturgy in the fourth
century. Based on Isaiah 6:3, it is said or sung in the Eucharistic prayer at the end of the preface
(BCP 362).
